Value Added Course / Add on Courses

The institution has already initiated 7(Seven) free Value Added / Add on courses
for the students to equip them with necessary skillsets that would help them in
the intensely competitive job market as well as promotion on Indian knowledge
system. The short duration and concise course structure have proved to be
effective to a great extent as they ensure growth and development of the
students in the best possible ways. Students will receive ‘course completion
certificate’ after fulfilling all the relevant criteria.

* Course I: Communicative & Functional English Duration : 30 hrs.
The course focuses on four basic language skills: listening, speaking, reading
and writing along with an emphasis on grammar, vocabulary and phonetics.

* Course ll: Basic Computing Duration : 36 hrs.
The course focuses on the fundamentals of computer, operating systems,
Microsoft Office and other salient components of information technology.

* Course lll: Value Education Duration : 40 hrs.
The course aims to provide students with a broader understanding of ethical
values, moral principles, and social responsibilities, helping them develop a
strong character and become responsible members of the society.

* Course IV: Bengali Literature and Creative Writing Duration : 30 hrs.
This course aims to inculcate knowledge as well as reading and writing skills of
various genres of Bengali literature namely fiction short story and poetry.

* Course V: Bengali Drama and Drama Production Duration : 30 hrs.
The objective of the course is to give a deep insight of concepts, techniques
and classifications of Bengali drama in the light of prominent Bengali dramatist
and to transfer the skills of stage production of Bengali drama.

* Course VI: Course on Spoken Sanskrit Duration : 30 hrs.
The main objective of this course is to give students a better taste of Sanskrit as a living
language. In addition to this, the practice of speaking Sanskrit could prove to be a helpful
tool in systematizing the thinking process and to make Students feel comfortable to build
professional carrier in the field of Sanskrit domain

* Course VII: Course on Sanskrit Translation Duration : 30 hrs.

Grammar and Indian knowledge system and to make students feel comfortable to build
professional career in the field of Sanskrit domain.
